Subject: Amalgamation of Maharashtra Gramin Bank & Vidarbha
Konkan Gramin Bank

Effective Date: May 1, 2025

1. What is the purpose of this amalgamation?

The amalgamation aims to consolidate the existing two Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) in
Maharashtra into a single, stronger entity — Maharashtra Gramin Bank — to ensure better
banking outreach, efficiency, and unified operations.

2. Under which policy is this amalgamation being carried out?

This amalgamation is being implemented under the “One State, One RRB” policy of the
Government of India, which is being executed nationwide to streamline and strengthen
rural banking.

3. Which banks are involved in this amalgamation?

Vidarbha Konkan Gramin Bank and Maharashtra Gramin Bank.

4. What is the effective date of this amalgamation?

The amalgamation will come into effect from the day of May 1, 2025.




5. Who has approved this amalgamation?

The amalgamation has been approved by the Central Government after consultation with
NABARD, the Government of Maharashtra, and the sponsor banks — Bank of
Maharashtra and Bank of India.

6. What will the name of the bank after amalgamation?

The name of the unified entity will be Maharashtra Gramin Bank.

7. Where will the head office of the amalgamated bank be located?

The head office of Maharashtra Gramin Bank will be at Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar
(formerly Aurangabad).

Head Office Address: Plot No. 42 in Gut no 33 (Part), Village Golwadi, Growth Centre in
Waluj Mahanagar IV of CIDCO, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar — 431 010.

8. What will be the area of operation of the amalgamated bank?

The area of operation will cover the entire state of Maharashtra, combining the districts
previously covered by both banks.

9. How many branches will the unified bank have?

The amalgamated Maharashtra Gramin Bank will have a total of 748 branches — 427 from
Maharashtra Gramin Bank and 321 from Vidarbha Konkan Gramin Bank.

10. How many regional offices will the bank operate?

There will be 13 regional offices managing the branches across the state.

11. What will be the total employee strength post-amalgamation?

The combined workforce will consist of approximately 3,000 employees, including officers
and support staff.




12. Who will be the sponsor bank of the amalgamated entity?

Bank of Maharashtra will be the sponsor bank for Maharashtra Gramin Bank after the
amalgamation.

13. Will my bank account number change after the amalgamation?

No immediate change is expected in account numbers. If any changes are required,
customers will be informed well in advance by the bank.

14. Will IFSC or MICR codes change for existing branches?

Changes will be occurring for backend integration & unification, but customers will be
given adequate notice if their branch IFSC/MICR codes are changed.

15. What happens to deposits and fixed deposits?

All deposit products, including fixed deposits, will continue with the same terms and
maturity. Customers do not need to take any action.

16. Will there be changes in my loan or EMI structure?

Your loan tenure, EMI amount, and interest rates will remain unchanged unless explicitly
revised under regulatory or policy directives.

17. What happens to my debit card, cheque book, and passbook?

Your current debit card, cheque book, and passbook will remain valid. The bank will issue
updated instruments over time post-amalgamation.

18. Can I operate my account in any branch across Maharashtra post-amalgamation?

Yes. Once the core banking system is unified, you will be able to access your account from
any branch of Maharashtra Gramin Bank in Maharashtra.




19. Will internet banking and mobile banking services be affected?

Currently No. But if any minor service interruptions occur during the transition period, the
digital services will be restored as soon as possible with unified access for all customers.

20. How does this benefit customer in rural areas?

The amalgamation strengthens rural banking by creating a larger, better-resourced bank
with more branches and services, especially in underserved areas.

21. Will the amalgamation impact ongoing transactions or ECS mandates?

No. All ongoing ECS mandates, standing instructions, and auto-debits will continue
without disruption.

22. Will the amalgamation lead to shifting of any bank branches?

There is no immediate plan to shift/close branches. Rationalization may happen in the
future, but customer convenience and outreach will be prioritized.

23. What are the expected advantages for Maharashtra Gramin Bank post-amalgamation?

e The amalgamation is intended to improve operational efficiencies, reduce
duplication of infrastructure & increase outreach.

o Customers will have access to seamless, technology-driven banking services.

» Wider presence across the state.

o Enhanced digital and uniform financial services

o Unified operations for better resource management

o Greater support from the sponsor bank, Central and State Government.
